By Car
The M42 links directly into the M40, M5, M6 and M1.

By Road

Blythe Valley Park lies south of the Solihull town centre, adjacent to and fronting Junction 4 of the
M42, just five minutes drive from the M40/M42 interchange at Junction 3 and nine minutes from
Birmingham International Airport and the National Exhibition Centre at Junction 6.

From the South

From the M40 onto the M42 at the 3a interchange, exit the motorway at Junction 4 signposted for the
A34; take the 1™ exit road off the roundabout for Blythe Valley Park. Follow the road across the first
roundabout and the Oracle building can be seen to the right of the second roundabout.

From the North

From the M6 onto the M42 heading southbound, exit the motorway at Junction 4 signposted for the
A3400; take the 3™ exit road off the roundabout for Blythe Valley Park. Follow the road across the
first roundabout and the Oracle building can be seen to the right if the second roundabout.

By Train

Birmingham International Railway Station, adjacent to the NEC, provides half hourly trains to London
Euston (80 minutes journey time) and offers excellent services to the rest of the UK. The Chiltern Line
provides an additional service to London Marylebone from Solihull town centre.
